ﬂ Extend Deadline for Commencing Nuclear Generation Construction (HB 994 6 D. Bonnen/
Hegar)

9 Allows construction of a nuclear generator to commence before 1/1/33 to qualify for
a decommissioning program. Original deadline was 1/1/15.

Expanding Sales from Cogeneration Facility (HB 2049 & Huberty/Williams)

I InERCOT, a qualifying cogenerator may sell electric energy at retail to more than one
purchaser of the cogeneratoroés ther mal out pu

Energy Storage
ﬂ Property Tax Abatement for Energy Storage (HB 2712 & Perez/Taylor)

I Exempts from ad valorem taxation energy storage systems of at least 10 MW used for
control of pollution in Pasadena.

I TCEQ Grant Program for Energy Storage (SB 1727 & Deuell/Isaac)

9  TCEQ allocated $1 million of Texas Emission Reduction Plan (TERP) funds in 2014 and
2015 for its new technology implementation grant program that may support electrici-
ty storage projects (Prior law did not allocate any funds for this program.)

Energy Efficiency Issues
ﬂ Property Assessed Clean Energy (PACE) Loans (SB 385 0 Carona/Keffer)

f  Enables commercial and industrial customers to utilize loans repaid through property
tax assessments to fund water and energy efficiency projects, including renewable
energy improvements.

I state Agency and Higher Education Energy and Water Efficiency (SB 700 0 Hegar/
Kacal)

I Requires state agencies and institutions of higher education to set goals for reducing
their use of water, electricity, gasoline, and natural gas and include those goals in their
comprehensive energy and water management plans.

Energy Savings Performance Contracts (SB 533 9 Zaffirini/Keffer)

Requires the State Energy Conservation Office and the Texas Higher Education Coordi-
nating Board to review measurement and verification reports applicable to energy
savings performance contracts and periodically provide an analysis of the savings
realized to the entity that executed the contract and the Legislative Budget Board.
