Question:  A landowner is complaining that the entity I work for 

trespassed and damaged a tract they own.  My investi-

gation reveals that it may have happened but it was 

more than two years ago.  What is the law that governs 

this type thing?   

Answer:  In Texas, the accrual date for a trespass action, which is 

governed by the two -year statute of limitations set forth in 

TEX. C IV. PRAC. & REM. CODE §16.003(a), is determined by 

either the legal injury rule or the continuing -tort doctrine. 

Determining what rule of accrual to apply is a question of 

law. See Moreno v. Sterling Drug, Inc.,  787 S.W.2d 348, 351 

(Tex.1990); Willis v. Maverick,  760 S.W.2d 642, 644 

(Tex.1988).  

A. The legal injury rule  

The limitations period for an action for trespass to real 

property is two years. Tex. Civ. Prac. & Rem. Code §16.003

(a); Etan Indus. v. Lehmann , 359 S.W.3d 620, 623 (Tex. 

2011); Krohn v. Marcus Cable Assocs. , 201 S.W.3d 876, 879 

(Tex. App. ñWaco 2006, pet. denied). Under the legal inju-

ry rule, a cause of action accrues on the date the alleged 

wrongful act caused some òlegal injury.ó Etan Indus. v. 

Lehmann , 359 S.W.3d 620, 623 (Tex. 2011). A òlegal injuryó is 

any invasion of a plaintiffõs legally protected interests. 

Seureau v. ExxonMobil Corp. , 274 S.W.3d 206, 226 (Tex. 

App. ñHouston [14th Dist.] 2008, no pet.). When a plaintiff 

sustains a legal injury as a consequence of a defendantõs 

wrongful act, and the law affords a remedy, the cause of 

action accrues and the statute of limitations begins to run. 

Childs v. Haussecker , 974 S.W.2d 31, 36 (Tex. 1998).  

òWhere there is a direct invasion of oneõs property of a 

permanent character, and the original invasion and its 

continuance are necessarily injurious, the damage is origi-

nal, and may be at once fully compensated . . . .  In such 
case the statute begins to run from the date of the inva-

sion.ó Tenn. Gas Transmission Co. v. Fromme , 153 Tex. 352, 

353, 269 S.W.2d 336, 337 (1954) (emphasis added).  

The Texas Supreme Court in Fromme went on to quote 

from an earlier Supreme Court case ð Houston Water -

Works Co. v. Kennedy , 70 Tex. 233, 8 S.W. 36 (1888):  

If, however, the act of which the injury was the nat-

ural sequence was a legal injury, -by which is 

meant an injury giving cause of action by reason of 

its being an invasion of a plaintiffõs right, -then, be 

the damage however slight, limitation will run from 

the time the wrongful act was committed  . . .   

153 Tex. at 354, 269 S.W.2d at 337 (emphasis add-

ed).

B.  Continuing Tort Doctrine  

A continuing tort, on the other hand, involves repeated 

injury proximately caused by repetitive wrongful acts, 

not a continuing injury arising from one wrongful act. 

Krohn v. Marcus Cable Assocs. , 201 S.W.3d 876, 880 

(Tex. App. ñWaco 2006, pet. denied); Houston Poly Bag 

I, Ltd. v. Kujanek , 370 S.W.3d 82, 93 (Tex. App. ñHouston 

[14th Dist.] 2012, no pet.); W.W. Laubach Trust v. 

Georgetown Corp. , 80 S.W.3d 149, 159 (Tex. App.ñ

Austin 2002, pet. denied).  

A continuing tort is usually a series of trespasses that re-

cur over time, so there is no fixed point in time when the 

harm caused will be complete. See Hastings Oil Co. v. 

Texas Co. , 234 S.W.2d 389, 398 (Tex. 1950). For example, 

in MGJ Corp. v. City of Houston , the court held that the 

city had committed a òseries of trespassesó by parking 

police cars on a theater ownerõs parking lot and thus 

interfering with the use of the lot for patron parking. 544 

S.W.2d 171, 176 (Tex. App.ñHouston [1st Dist.] 1976, writ 

refõd n.r.e.). The cars wrongfully parked on the theaterõs 

lot were coming and going daily. Another example is 

found in Creswell Ranch & Cattle Co. v. Scoggins , 

where the court held that cattle trespassing and graz-

ing on land over a period of years was an ongoing tres-

pass, not one that permanently destroys or damages 

land. 39 S.W. 612, 614 (Tex. App. ñFort Worth 1897, no 

writ). These are perfect examples of continuing torts ð 

series of trespasses that occur over time.  

The continuing tort doctrine does not apply when the 

injury is permanent. Walton v. Phillips Petroleum Co.,  65 

S.W.3d 262, 275 (Tex. App.ñEl Paso 2001, pet. denied); 

Mitchell Energy Corp. v. Bartlett , 958 S.W.2d 430, 443 

(Tex. App. ñFort Worth 1997, pet. denied). A permanent 

trespass is a trespass that usually results in a physical 

change to the property and is complete at the time of 

the injury. See, e.g., Stillwell v. City of Fort Worth , 169 

S.W.2d 486, 488 (Tex. 1943)(wrongful construction of 

drainage ditch); Tex. Elec. Serv. v. Linebery , 333 S.W.2d 

596, 599 (Tex. App. ñEl Paso 1960, no writ)(construction 

of electric transmission line). Where a permanent tres-

pass has been alleged, the legal injury rule, not the 

continuing tort doctrine, applies.
